This notice is being provided by Nancy James, the Chapter 7 bankruptcy trustee for
Trend Sound Promoter AMG Corp (“Trend Sound”). You are getting notice because you are
listed as a possible creditor of Trend Sound. Trend Sound filed a voluntary petition in the United
States Bankruptcy Court for the Western District of Washington at Seattle. The court has
appointed Ms. James as the bankruptcy trustee. The purpose of this notice is to provide
background regarding Trend Sound’s bankruptcy in particular and the bankruptcy process in
general. It is being sent in both English and Russian.

Trend Sound originally filed a petition under Chapter 11 of the Bankruptcy Code on
April 25, 2014. It was assigned Bankruptcy No. 14-13193. A corporation will file a Chapter 11
petition when it is attempting to reorganize its business and emerge from bankruptcy as a going
concern. Trend Sound voluntarily converted its Chapter 11 petition to a Chapter 7 petition on
June 2, 2014. A Chapter 7 is a liquidation. The business is no longer operating.

As the court appointed Chapter 7 trustee, it is Ms. James’ job to collect money and
property of Trend Sound. That would include selling assets and attempting to recover money
through lawsuits. Ms. James does not work for Trend Sound. She had nothing to do with its
decision to file for bankruptcy, nor did she have anything to do with its decision to go out of
business. She was appointed after those events took place. Her job is to gather as much money
as possible and pay it out to the creditors and promoters of Trend Sound. The Bankruptcy Code
governs the administration of the bankruptcy. It establishes which creditors get paid and in what

order. The Bankruptcy Code prioritizes claims by group. Those creditors in a higher priority
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will be paid the full amount of their claim before the next priority of creditors receives any
money. Ifthere is insufficient money to pay a particular group in full, the members of that group
will receive a proportionate distribution of their claim. As long as claims are filed before the
deadline, the order in which they are filed has no impact on the category into which they fall. At
this point the trustee is uncertain whether there will be any funds to make any distributions to
creditors. It could be several years before the case is completed.

The Bankruptcy Code requires that the trustee get approval from the bankruptcy court
before taking any major action. Before getting court approval she must send a notice of the
proposed action to all of the creditors. If you do not oppose the trustee’s action you do not need
to respond to the notice. Nor do you have to attend the hearing. If you do oppose the trustee’s
action you will have to follow the procedure explained on the notice.

The bankruptcy court has authorized the trustee to send this notice. This is the only
notice the trustee is required to send in both English and Russian. Future notices will be only in
English.

TO RECEIVE MONEY FROM THE BANKRUPTCY YOU MUST FILE A CLAIM.

The bankruptcy court has set a deadline by which claims against the Trend Sound
bankruptcy must be filed. That deadline is December 15, 2014. Even though it is uncertain if
there will be any money to pay out, you must file your claim by December 15, 2014, or you will
not receive anything. If you wish to file a claim you may do so by clicking on this link:

http://ecf.wawb.uscourts.gov/cgi-bin/autoFilinegClaims.pl. You must have the Trend Sound

bankruptcy number, which is 14-13193. This will allow you to file a claim with the bankruptcy
court electronically. If you are getting both mail and email notification you will receive the

notice to file claims twice. You only need to file one claim for all money you believe Trend
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Sound owes you. You must also provide documentation to support your claim. Please redact
(remove or cover up) personal identification numbers such as social security numbers, taxpayer
identification numbers, drivers license numbers, passport numbers and bank account numbers.
Please include your Trend Sound promoter distributor number.

Attached is a FAQ in English and Russian to assist in filing the claim. However, the
claim filing process is in English. The amount requested in the claim must be filed in U.S.
dollars. If the trustee determines that your claim is improper for any reason she will file an
objection to the claim with the court. The objection may be grouped with other similar claims or
you may receive an individual objection. You will be given the opportunity to correct the
problem. If the problem is not corrected the claim may be denied and you will not receive any

funds from the bankruptcy estate.

Frequently Asked Questions of Claims E-Filing

1. Do I need to attach the B10 form as an attachment? No - the fillable form will
create the B10 form. Any attachments should consist of supporting documentation to
the POC.

2. When will the claim appear on the claims register? The claim will immediately
appear on the claims register upon submitting the proof of claim.

3. Can I get a stamp filed acknowledgment of the POC? Yes, the Court's claim number
will display with a link to the electronically file stamped proof of claim upon submitting
the proof of claim. The claim will be file stamped as of the entry date. It is
recommended that the claim is printed or saved at this time.

4. Will the Trustee and the Attorney for the Debtor be served with the Proof of Claim?
Yes, they will receive electronic notification of the claim filed. You do not need to file a
separate paper claim with the Trustee's office.

5. My attachments did not properly attach to a claim filed recently. How can I attach
those PDF images of supporting documentation?

a) Reformat the supporting documentation to an acceptable format. It may be
necessary that you divide the PDF image into multiple attachments.

b) File an amended claim and attach the correct PDF images.

c) Check the box that designates that the claim is amended. Select the claim number
of the claim to be amended.

d) Attachments must be properly added by amendment as described. Amendments
should not be attempted by faxing or mailing to the Trustee's office unless specifically
requested.

6. Can I file a Proof of Claim for any chapter? Yes

7. Signatures? The filing of the claim electronically deems the claim signed by the
creditor or authorized person.

8. How will I know the treatment of my claim by a Chapter 13 Trustee? A motion to
allow claims with the suggested treatment of your claim will be sent out after the
proof of claim bar date has passed. Check the website of the Chapter 13 Trustee
assigned to the case or contact the Chapter 13 Trustee's office.

9. How do I record the creditor address and my address as attorney? The fillable POC
form will allow you, the filer, to choose whether the claim is being submitted by the
debtor(s) attorney, creditor attorney, creditor, debtor, or trustee. If the attorney is
the filer, you will be able to add the attorney name and address and choose from the
creditors in the case or add the correct creditor. Both names and addresses will be
added to the mailing matrix and displayed on the proof of claim and claims register.

10. Can I include a separate address that payments should be mailed to? Yes, check
the box indicating that the Payment Address differs from Notice Address. An additional
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address field will appear for this alternative address.
